Proposed Expansion of Euthanasia

Archdiocese On Monday, February 24, 2020, the federal government
of Toronto introduced Bill C-7, an Act to Amend the Criminal Code
(Medical Assistance in Dying). The bill expands what they
refer to as medical assistance in dying but is more accurately called euthanasia/
assisted suicide. More than 13,000 Canadians have been euthanized since 2016.
New legislation would make assisted death available to those without
life-threatening illnesses, including those with disabilities and those no longer
capable of making decisions for themselves. Some Canadians may even be
euthanized on the same day they make the request. Please get involved by sending
a prepared letter to your Member of Parliament expressing your deep concern and
opposition to the bill. The letter can be found at www.helptheliving.ca.

| once did a day hike in a desert-like
landscape on a hot day in July. By noon, |
had no water left in my water bottle. |
began to experience an increasingly painful
thirst.

As
the psalm says, “O that today you would listen to the voice
of the Lord.”
