A WORD FROM THE GOSPEL

The widow whom today’s Gospel sets as our example
did not know Jesus. This widow is the image of those
who, even today, despite so many worries of daily life,
docile to the impulses of the Spirit, live in an evangelical
way. Love for God must involve the whole person:
“You will love the Lord your God - Jesus enjoined -
with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your
mind and with all your strength” (Mk 12,30) and with-
out reservations must also be love thy neighbour. The
widow is presented as a model of this love. For the to-
tality of her love, the widow thus becomes not only the
image of the true disciple, but also of God and Jesus
Christ who - like Paul - “from being rich who was rich,
became poor” to enrich us through his poverty (2 Cor
8:9)
