BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST 

 

BROKEN BREAD FOR THE LIFE OF THE WORLD 
Today, we celebrate the second stage of "spiritual relaxa-
�on" that the Church proposes to us, a�er having celebrat-
ed the paschal mystery of the Lord unfolded in fi�y days: 
the solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. 
This is not a duplica�on of Holy Thursday, because today 
the Church's liturgy focuses its a�en�on on the adora�on 
that every Chris�an must have for the Eucharist, the su-
preme good and life of the whole Church. 
Abraham, who had already shown his availability to the 
covenant with God, is now introduced by Melchìsedek to 
the worship of God, thus learning to bless the Lord and to 
receive blessings and love from him. The cup of blessing 
offered, as St Paul reminds us, opens the disciple of the 
Lord to true fraternity, which overcomes all forms of human 
division and social class. And Jesus, in the Gospel, mul�plies 
the bread and the fish, dividing them among all those who 
are present to hear his word, thus showing that following 
the Lord is never sterile, but produces the sa�ety of the 
spirit and opens up to sharing.
