GET UP AND GO: YOUR FAITH HAS SAVED YOU 

Is the miracle enough to be "saved"? No. Faith is indispensa-
ble. The Gospel tells us that, out of ten "purified" lepers, 
only one, "seeing himself healed", feels the need to praise 
"God with a loud voice" and to prostrate himself at Jesus' 
feet "to thank him". Jesus is very sorry, because he alone can 
offer the consoling certainty: "Get up and go"; your faith has 
saved you! ». For faith in "Christ, risen from the dead", the 
apostle Paul suffers "to the point of wearing chains like a 
criminal" and endures everything, so that Christians "may 
reach salvation". Faith gives us the certainty that, if we re-
main united with Christ, our life will not fail. Even 
Naaman, a pagan man, healed of leprosy after bathing him-
self in the Jordan River by the word of the prophet Elisèo, 
recognizes that he will not be able to honor anyone else,  
God, if not the Lord. Our faith is based on the greatest mira-
cle performed by Jesus: his resurrection! Don't look for oth-
ers. If you really want to "see a miracle", contemplate the 
wonders of your body. Despite problems and difficulties, 
isn't it a daily miracle? And this could already be enough to 
praise and thank God!
