WITH THE MOTHER OF GOD

The maternal presence of Mary, which marks the beginning 
of the new year, it almost seems to want to relaunch us over 
time, in "our" time and in the time of human history: that 
"time" that has reached its "fullness" when "God sent his 
Son, born of woman".
