Back in Jerusalem, Cleopas and her companion narrate "what 
had happened along the way and how they had recognized it in 
breaking bread". The encounter with the Risen One passes 
through two stages: first listening to the Word, then sharing the 
broken bread. The Risen One disappears from their sight, but 
now he lives in them, to the point of making their hearts burn 
and generating communion with all the other disciples, from 
whom the two had separated, but who now return to embrace, 
in Jerusalem, in the one shared faith. These are the same stag-
es that we experience in every Eucharistic celebration: first lis-
tening to the Word and then communion in the Body and Blood 
of the Risen One. In between the two moments, for the two dis-
ciples there is the gesture of love, in the hospitality offered to 
the stranger.
