A PERSONAL CALL 
What should we do, brothers?" This is how the listen-
ers react to Peter's Easter announcement. ln this day, 
dedicated to prayer for vocations, it is a question that 
we must ask ourselves. Easter and the new life that 
springs from it challenge us with their demanding gift: 
we are called to respond to the Word of God with con-
crete choices, which allow us to be nourished and en-
lightened by it. Peter recalls that the fundamental voca-
tion that we all receive is the baptismal one, which 
however asks us to correspond to the gift received in 
concrete forms of discipleship, through a continuous 
conversion to the love of God that precedes us and 
transforms us. The shepherd - Jesus says in the Gos-
pel speaking of himself - calls his sheep each by 
name, and leads them out, through different ways, 
from marriage to priesthood, from religious to lay, but 
all united by offering us "life in abundance". In fact, be-
yond individual choices, what is given to all is the quali-
ty of a full relationship with the one who, as Peter 
writes in his first letter, is the shepherd and guardian of 
our souls and therefore of our joy.
