THE RICHES OF THE WORD 
Jesus is a singular teacher, different from the scribes. His 
teaching amazes those who listen to it: it is not static and 
cold, but gives new life and freshness to the things of 
God; it does not impose, but proposes. His word touches 
deeply, opens horizons of life, disturbs, awakens the 
mind and warms the heart, makes us grow inside and 
empowers. People dare to say that he teaches with au-
thority: no dissociation in him between word and life. 
Jesus embodies the characteristics of the ideal prophet 
predicted by Moses.
