FAITH THAT OVERCOMES THE WORLD 
The faith that conquers the world is revealed and expressed 
in love. Begotten in Christ through baptism, the believer is a 
happy witness of his Lord amid the limits and uncertainties 
of the days. He jealously guards the words of Jesus and acts 
accordingly. Faith is the principle of life in Christ, charity is 
its fulfillment.
