WITNESSES OF THE RISEN ONE 
The Eleven and the other disciples are convinced that 
Jesus has risen; the two from Emmaus say they recog-
nized him in the eucharistic gesture. Now, he resurrected, 
is there amongst them, but they do not recognize him, 
and are paralyzed by fear that a “ghost” is in front of  
them. In the effort of  believing! Jesus trembles for them, 
shows them his wounds and invites them to touch them.
