«TAKE THIS, THIS IS MY BODY…» 
The altar that is erected by Moses recalls the presence of 
God who forms a deep bond with his people, on which is 
shed his blood of sacrifice. It is the sacrifice that has on 
the horizon the Easter offering of the Body and Blood of 
Christ, as our nourishment (“Take this, this is my Body”) 
and as a seal of an alliance which definitively binds hu-
manity to the Father ("This is my Blood of the Covenant, 
which is shed for many." With the offering of himself (in 
the Bible "body" and "blood" indicate the person) Jesus 
becomes the only “mediator of a new alliance", impossi-
ble to achieve with the blood of animals as a sacrifice on 
the altar of the ancient temple. The cup of the Blood of 
Christ, offered in the new temple «not built with hands of 
man", becomes for all of us "the cup of salvation". When 
every Sunday you too go to "immolate the Easter», make 
of your hands the altar on which is placed the Body of 
Christ and make your heart the tabernacle that guards his 
Word: «As the Lord has said, we will carry out and we 
will listen." 

«PRENDETE, QUESTO È IL MIO CORPO…»
