LET'S TRUST THE LORD, ALWAYS  
The evangelist Mark presents us with Jesus who, at the 
end of the day narrates the parable of the sower, he takes 
the initiative to cross with his disciples to the other shore. 
We too take Jesus as he is, on the boat of the Church, 
welcoming his Word in faith. During the night there was 
a severe storm and the waves reversed into the boat. Jesus 
was sleeping on the pillow in the stern. It is an image of 
His death. He wants to prepare his friends to stay firm in 
faith in the hour of danger. The disciples, afraid, cry out: 
"Master, do you not care that we are lost?" Jesus wakes 
up – image of his resurrection – and threatens the wind 
by telling it: «Be still, calm down!». Lord of the universe 
and Son of God, Jesus has absolute power over the forces 
of nature, which the author of the Book of Job and the 
psalmist attribute only to God. The Lord also says to us: 
«Why are you afraid? Do you still not have faith?” New 
beings in Christ, we already live from today as resurrect-
ed. Let us rejoice because in this Eucharist Jesus makes 
us participants in his Easter victory over sin and death, 
calms the storms of our life and gives peace and joy to 
our heart.
