THE ONLY REVOLUTION THAT  
TRANSFORMS THE WORLD 

Today Jesus takes us aside, takes us away from the spot-
light of the world and renews for us his “Ephatha”, that 
is, “Open up!”. We need it so much to reopen ourselves 
to new – uncomfortable – things of the evangelical life 
that St. Giacomo illustrates to us: it is a matter of prefer-
ring the poor, who does not enrich us according to the 
world, over to the rich, that could reciprocate us. It's 
about choosing love over power, losing to gaining. This is 
the only revolution that truly transforms the world. 
Maria, whose birth is commemorated today, sings it in 
her Magnificat: the Father «has overthrown the mighty 
from their thrones, has raised the humble." She also tells 
us in some way, as already the prophet Isaiah has said: 
«Courage, do not fear, behold your God, revenge is com-
ing, the divine reward! If we listen to the Word of our 
God and we do everything he asks of us, then he will cry 
out in joy the word of the mute" because he will finally 
see emerge waters in this desert which is our tormented 
world. Virgin Mary, we are yours, today and every day!
