«BUT, WHO DO YOU SAY I AM?» 
«Who do people say I am? But who do you say I am?". 
Jesus asks a twofold question: one about what the crowds 
think of him; another on what the disciples, those, that 
are closest to him think of him. These are questions we 
need to hear made to us too, and only if we are able to 
give an answer to them an authentic life relationship will 
be able to be established between us and Christ. The 
questions of Jesus require an integral response from man, 
as in every gift of God must correspond to the total gift of 
the person. The communion with God in Jesus Christ 
cannot, in fact, now refer to this, but to this other particu-
lar aspect, it must concern the whole man, in the totality 
of his external attitude (works) and in interior disposition 
in which the Holy Spirit lives and works (faith).  
Communion with God and others, through the grace of 
baptism, is a new existence, entirely characterized by 
faith, by hope and by charity, through which "the Lord of 
all" guides every man to let himself be involved by his 
presence. God, in Christ, is not just "being", but is "being 
there" that gives itself without condition, passing through 
the daily life of the "here and now".
