THE MOST DIFFICULT LESSON: THE 
CROSS 

Jesus reveals to his disciples that he is not a Messiah like 
they expected, but he who carries out his saving mission 
through the cross. The prophet Isaiah speaks of the Suf-
fering Servant of Javhé, prefiguration of Jesus, man of 
sorrows who, in his passion, places all his trust in the Fa-
ther and teaches the most difficult lesson to understand 
for the man always full of self-love: humiliation, suffering 
and the cross. The cross is his life partner. And for us too 
there are no preferential or convenient lanes. The road of 
life is traveled with the cross on our shoulders, ours and, 
if we are generous, also that of others we take upon our-
selves when we realize that they are about to give way 
underneath its weight. The desire to take the path to suc-
cess is of personal gratification, avoiding, if possible, diffi-
culties, it makes the cross rough, inelegant and now out 
of fashion. But standing humbly behind Jesus Christ 
makes us discover serene certainty to find ourselves on 
the right path and to be able to reach our destination. The 
final point is glory, the definitive one, achieved in compa-
ny of Him who teaches that only by tackling a path 
fraught with obstacles you reach the summit.
