MAN MUST NOT DIVIDE WHAT GOD HAS 
JOINED 

Some Pharisees approach Jesus with the intention of 
catching him unguarded and ask him to express his opin-
ion on the legality of matrimony. They have in mind the 
established act of divorce from the wife as established by 
Moses and reported in the book of Deuteronomy. In real-
ity, the interpretation of this act was not clear. Basically 
there were two schools: one by Rabbi Hillel, more per-
missive (where the woman can be repudiated even for 
trivial reasons); the other, by Rabbi Shammai, more rig-
orist (to justify an act for repudiation there must be a seri-
ous reason, such as adultery). Jesus does not allow him-
self to be trapped in a rhetorical dispute, but leads us back 
to the creative act of God. The norm of Deuteronomy on 
repudiation is, from this perspective, superseded by a 
more original norm, because it has its roots in the eternal 
plan of God: «The two will be one flesh». Jesus doesn't 
give discounts and does not lower to easy compromises, 
but prescribes a truth that transcends its roots to the work 
of creation of man and woman, made in the image and 
likeness of God. For this reason, it is lawful to  affirm 
that the image of this triad of God, communion- 
indissoluble, marriage can be realized indissoluble.

La norma 
del Deuteronomio sul ripudio è, in questa ottica, superata da 
una norma più originaria, perché affonda le sue radici 
nell’eterno disegno di Dio: «I due saranno un’unica carne». Gesù 
non fa sconti e non scende a facili compromessi, ma prescrive 
una verità che affonda le sue radici nell’opera della creazione 
dell’uomo e della  donna, fatti a immagine e somiglianza di Dio. 
Per questo, è lecito affermare che l’immagine di questo Dio 
trinitario, comunione-indissolubile, si possa realizzare nel 
matrimonio comunione-indissolubile.
