WE ASK FOR THE GIFT OF WISDOM 
How many times would we too, like that young man in 
the Gospel, wish that Jesus never had certain words 
mentioned, that they were not fixed in Scripture… How 
many times would we prefer the Gospel limit itself to in-
dicating some external behaviors to be perfect and enter 
the kingdom of God... No! Jesus said those words in the 
Gospel and we can find them, if we want to be his disci-
ples, we cannot cancel any part of it, hiding behind our 
own grievances and our wishes. Sometimes yes, the 
Word of God is a “double-edged sword”. Jesus, in reali-
ty, is not telling the young rich man what to do, he is pro-
posing to him a way of conscience, a lifestyle, an attitude 
of detachment from "mammas boy", which is not just 
monetary wealth, but everything that keeps us tied to the 
compromises of the world and therefore to its logic. To 
avoid being trapped by dejected amazement, as happened 
to that young man, we ask the Lord for the gift of wis-
dom; there we will find our true wealth and will know 
how to evaluate it in the right balance of all human situa-
tions, so as not to remain stuck or overwhelmed.
