THE  NOVELTIES OF CHRISTIAN LOVE 
In response to a scribe, a man of culture, who asked what 
the essence of religion was, Jesus suggests that it is love, 
towards God and neighbour, is the root towards which 
converges every religious and life experience. Only love 
can give fullness to human existence and guide every ges-
ture. In Jesus' words, however, there are important novel-
ties. The two precepts of love in the old law were not 
enunciated side by side but appeared in two different 
books, Deuteronomy and Leviticus. Jesus unites them as 
if they are one. Almost two sides of the same coin. If it is 
easy to love God who is invisible, it is love committed to 
building fraternity, which is the verification of this love. 
A second novelty concerns the word "neighbor" which 
for Jesus is not only our family member, friend or one of 
our group, but everyone, even those who are enemies to 
us. To the love for God and neighbour it is also necessary 
to add love for ourselves. We love ourselves when we 
place ourselves in the truth, when we recognize the tal-
ents we have received and make them bear fruit, when we 
confess our weaknesses, when we understand that life has 
meaning if we give it to others.
