A NEW PATH TO SALVATION 
We are in the context of the conclusion of the liturgical year 
and within the celebrations and parties that characterize this 
time we can see it as the image of a world that is ending and 
on which the Lord pronounces his judgment. The Gospel 
describes everything with the popular language of impressive 
phenomena, dear to the biblical tradition: «The sun will 
darken, the stars will fall from heaven, the powers that are in 
heaven will be shaken." 
This can also be seen as the moment when the Lord 
guides our communities to the new liturgical year that will 
begin, the path of salvation, which leads them "to 
eternal life”, and the path of conversion, which preserves 
them “from the shame” of condemnation. It will be your 
path and the path of your community. As for the statement 
that not even the Son knows the moment of the end of the 
world (“As for that day… no one knows, not the angels of 
heaven nor the Son, only the Father"), indicating that re-
vealing this end does not fall within the mission of Jesus, but 
only belongs to the Father. He is the Lord of time and histo-
ry. He alone knows the beginning and the end.
