THE “POWER” THAT MOVES HISTORY 
Perhaps you too happen to ask yourself why things happen 
in your life and in the history of the world. The solemnity of 
Christ King of the Universe reminds us, at the end of this 
liturgical year, that history does not move forward “at ran-
dom” but advances towards a goal. Today we are given the 
opportunity to see it with the eye of prophecy that every-
thing has meaning and fulfillment: Christ, whose "eternal 
power will never end." «So, you are king?», asks Pilate. If 
the kingdoms of this world are established with the power of 
weapons, the kingdom of Christ advances in history with the 
force of interior attraction called “truth”. The truth is the 
silent call (“my voice”) rooted in human hearts, addressed to 
anyone who wants to get personally involved in their en-
counter with him. «He who loves us and has freed us from 
our sins with his own blood" is the eternal Priest on whose 
altar, every day in the Eucharist, all the life of the world 
pours out, returned to its "final destiny". and we, made  
kings, prophets and priests in baptism, have part of his royal 
power. A single act of love has the power to move the 
world.
