«HE CLOTHED ME IN THE  
GARMENTS OF SALVATION»  

Jewish tradition sees in man's nakedness, which hides 
itself from the presence of God, humanity left without the 
"habit of light”, after sin. But to the voice of God calling 
(“Where are you?”) a woman replied: “Here is the serv-
ant of the Lord ». Mary Immaculate is the "new Eve", 
who allowed herself to be found and loved by the Lord; 
fertile land all exposed to the light of grace, without shad-
ows or dark corners. The liturgy makes us look to her 
immaculate conception in sight of God's wonderful plan, 
what Paul calls "the loving plan of his will." In her, in 
fact, made fruitful by the Spirit, God has woven the new 
garment of light into the flesh of Son, to clothe humanity 
with its intact and primordial beauty. Mary Immaculate, 
the "All beautiful", reminds us that first of all there is the 
grace of God, there is his free love for which «nothing is 
impossible ».
