“SEE”: THE VERB OF FAITH 
Galilee, the region of the Jews and Jerusalem constitute 
the spiritual geography that frames the mission and activ-
ity of Jesus. Even today they remain the places of his 
Word, of the Cross and of Easter. Inspired by the Jewish 
Passover with its images and symbols (the sacrificed 
lamb, the yeast, the unleavened bread), the apostle Paul 
invites all of us to immerse ourselves now in Jesus’ East-
er, where everything is new, everything is life, everything 
expresses the joy of salvation: «Cleanse out the old yeast, 
that you may be new dough». Immersed in this newness, 
it is easy for us to accept the life program of the resurrect-
ed: «Seek the things that are above... set your mind on the 
things that are above, not on those of the earth». In the 
Gospel of John, “seeing” is the verb of faith («he saw and 
believed»). Physical sight alone can be deceiving: seeing 
the empty tomb, Mary Magdalene thinks of the theft of 
Jesus' body. Seeing "in the spirit" instead guarantees that 
everything that the Scriptures have announced about Je-
sus has been fulfilled in his resurrection: "They did not 
yet understand the Scriptures, that he must rise from the 
dead."
