A HOPE THAT DOES NOT DISAPPOINT 
"Hope does not disappoint because the love of  God has 
been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit". 
This Pauline verse was chosen by the Pope to title the 
bubble announcing the Jubilee. The Holy Year is an event 
of  forgiveness and reconciliation: walking towards Rome 
and towards the other Jubilee churches we live a journey 
of  reconciliation with God and among ourselves. We can 
do this knowing that we will not be disappointed, 
because it is the Spirit, who fills our hearts with the love 
of  God, who guides us in the truth, as Jesus promises in 
John. For the evangelist, "truth" is Jesus himself, who 
reveals to us the face of  the Father and mediates the gift 
of  the Spirit. Truth is the Trinitarian face of  God, who 
welcomes us as reconciled children in his embrace. There 
is a double movement that the word of  God reminds us 
of  today: the Spirit pours out the love of  God in us and at 
the same time leads us into the truth, that is, to dwell in 
Trinitarian love. The Wisdom of  God, who has placed 
his delights among us, leads us into the joy of  a hope that 
has the Trinity, and the encounter with his mystery of  
love, as the true goal of  his pilgrimage.
