THE RADICALITY OF FOLLOWING 
"What man can know the will of  God?" Our reasoning 
is always uncertain, limited, while our intelligence and 
will easily tires in the worries that continually oppress us. 
God's plans cannot be known, unless the Lord himself  
reveals them to us. Only those who place themselves un-
der God's gaze, following his inspirations, are capable of  
receiving the light that shows the right path. Jesus came 
to reveal God's plan, which is to believe in him and love 
him above all else. However, he also wants to free us from 
illusions and let us walk on a sure path. He demands of  
us a reflection on all our plans ("Who among you would 
build a tower...") so as not to build on vague hopes. Only 
by following Christ's path with trust can we be certain 
that every cross is always followed by resurrection.  
Knowing how to renounce everything is a sign that one is 
truly following Jesus. Paul is an example of  this: he gives 
up keeping Onesimus, his dear son who had run away 
from his master, and sends him back to Philemon, beg-
ging him to welcome him no longer as a slave but as a 
brother, that is, a free man.
