"O CROSS, OUR ONLY HOPE" 
Let us contemplate the cross; may the love of  God, fully 
revealed in the cross of  Christ, possess us. From an infa-
mous instrument of  torture and death, the cross is now 
surrounded by glory and life. The "lifted up" Son is the 
source of  salvation for the "so beloved" world: from on 
high Jesus draws all to himself. If  the serpent lifted up in 
the desert was a source of  healing for those who looked 
at it—but "was saved not by the object he saw, but by you, 
the Savior of  all" (Wisdom 16:7)—Jesus takes on the an-
cient figure to predict his elevation on the cross, from 
which he will release his glorious power and salvation for 
the world. "From the condition of  God... to the condition 
of  a servant," reflects Saint Paul, as he contemplates the 
mystery of  the humiliation of  the Son of  God and gath-
ers in adoration before his triumphant exaltation in glory. 
Before the cross, the believer kneels and adores. He sees 
the extent of  Jesus' love; he is persuaded of  the value of  
suffering and gives meaning to the many crosses that tor-
ment humanity; he knows he cannot give up hope in the 
one who alone "is our salvation, life, and resurrection."
