FROM INDIFFERENCE TO SHARING 
The prophet Amos addresses a scathing warning to the 
rich of  his time who live in well-being and luxury ("Woe 
to the carefree ones of  Zion!") and announces their immi-
nent end ("they will go into exile"). The prophet's accusa-
tion becomes a condemnation of  their disinterest toward 
the poor and needy, and their lack of  concern for the 
plight of  the people (here called "Joseph"), threatened by 
invading armies: "They do not care about the ruin of  Jo-
seph." Lazarus, the name of  the poor man in the Gospel 
parable, means "God is my helper." Faced with the rich 
man's indifference towards the hunger and needs of  poor 
Lazarus, and his total lack of  humanity, God shows his 
help by placing, at the moment of  death, Lazarus "next 
to Abraham" (our "paradise") and the rich man "in the 
underworld, in torment" (our "hell"). The parable invites 
us to convert from indifference and selfishness to ac-
ceptance and sharing. Extraordinary signs (such as the 
resurrection of  the dead) will not help us, but our daily 
listening to the Word of  the Lord, referred to here as 
"Moses and the Prophets." 

DALL’INDIFFERENZA ALLA CONDIVISIONE 
Il profeta Amos, ai ricchi del suo tempo che vivono nel benessere 
e nel lusso, rivolge uno sferzante richiamo («Guai agli spensierati 
di Sion!») e annuncia loro la fine imminente («andranno in 
esilio»). L’accusa del profeta diventa una condanna del loro 
disinteresse verso chi è povero e bisognoso, e del loro disimpegno 
nel prendersi a cuore la situazione del popolo (chiamato qui 
“Giuseppe”), minacciato dagli eserciti invasori: «Della rovina di 
Giuseppe non si preoccupano». Lazzaro, il nome del povero della 
parabola evangelica, significa “Dio è il mio aiuto”. Di fronte 
all’indifferenza dell’uomo ricco verso la fame e i bisogni del 
povero Lazzaro, e alla sua totale assenza di umanità, Dio 
manifesta il suo aiuto collocando, al momento della morte, 
Lazzaro «accanto ad Abramo» (il nostro “paradiso”) e il ricco 
«negli inferi fra i tormenti» (il nostro “inferno”). La parabola ci 
invita a convertirci dall’indifferenza e dall’egoismo 
all’accoglienza e alla condivisione. Non ci aiuteranno segni 
straordinari (come la risurrezione di un morto), ma il nostro 
quotidiano ascolto della Parola del Signore, indicata qui come 
“Mosè e i Profeti”.
