HE WHO IS "WITH US" IS GOD 
It should never be taken for granted that the Lord is 
"God-with-us." In life, we experience many compan-
ions: this is right, positive, and allows us to share expe-
riences, thoughts, and actions. Everything in life, how-
ever, is relative and destined to end. Having the cer-
tainty that we have someone "with us" who is God, 
however, fills the soul with deep serenity, stabilizing 
our projection into the future, because His reality is not 
only from eternity, but also towards eternity, that life 
without end, that communion from which no one can 
ever tear us away.
