BE SALT, BE LIGHT 
Humility is the underlying theme of the readings. Isaiah 
reminds us that only those who walk humbly before God 
will know his blessings. The Gospel invites disciples to be 
salt, light, and lamp. Salt has no flavor in itself, but by 
dissolving in food, it enhances its flavor. Light does not 
illuminate itself, but sheds light on people and things: it 
does not make itself seen, but "makes others see." So, salt 
gives flavor and taste to dishes, light illuminates, and the 
lamp spreads light. Many live a life without meaning and 
without lofty and beautiful prospects. They seek "salt" in 
experiences and people that further deplete them. Being 
salt means giving flavor and meaning to life by finding 
in Jesus the goal and purpose. Being light and lamp  
means shining with God's light and illuminating others 
by testifying to the beauty and strength that come from 
the Lord. Being salt and light is a must for anyone who 
wants to be a disciple: salt that loses its flavor is thrown 
away and trampled underfoot; The lamp should not be 
hidden, but placed on high so that it shines around it. 
Saint Paul also speaks of humility because he arrives in 
Corinth armed only with the crucified Christ, certain that 
God's power is manifested in his weakness.
