WHERE YOUR TREASURE IS,  
THERE IS YOUR HEART 

"The little prince said: 'The people of your country grow 
five thousand roses in the same garden... and they do 
not find what they seek...' "They do not find it," I re-
plied. And the little prince added: 'But the eyes are 
blind. We must seek with the heart.'" These words 
could well summarize Jesus' encounter with the Samari-
tan woman: how many things we seek in life, how 
many dimensions of place or time seem so necessary to 
us... and yet—as Jesus said to Martha in reference to 
her sister Mary—one thing is necessary, which can give 
meaning and serene authenticity to all the others, and 
that is the encounter with the Lord, communion with 
him, the intimate dialogue of one heart that speaks to 
another heart. Jesus, slowly, patiently, and frankly, 
speaks to the Samaritan woman: She understands, she 
doesn't feel judged, she puts her priorities in order, 
she leaves the jar and returns to the city happy, because 
she is welcomed and forgiven! By telling her what they 
were doing, everyone was crushing this woman; by lov-
ing her, Jesus lifts her up and leads her to conversion.
