"I AM THE RESURRECTION AND THE LIFE" 
The inclination to evil provokes us, but the Spirit of God 
dwells within us. Instincts, passions, and negative tenden-
cies bind us to sin, but the Spirit of Christ, who is within 
us, heals our restless and wounded hearts, so that we can 
please God. The liturgy asks us to pass from death to life. 
The people of Israel had died to hope because of the harsh 
Babylonian slavery that had stripped them of their very 
existence; they felt reduced to a jumble of dry bones, de-
motivated and insensitive to divine promises, until the 
reassuring word of the Lord pierced the darkness of their 
hearts and the divine Spirit began to pulse again in their 
hardened veins. Lazarus, the brother of Martha and Mary, 
has been dead for four days. Jesus shares their pain and 
illuminates the heartfelt words of Martha, revealing his 
divine identity, to which she adheres with sincere faith. 
Whoever believes in him "comes out" of death and enters 
into the life that has no end. Jesus restores life to Lazarus. 
The miracle, rich in Paschal allusions—the tomb, the 
stone, the bandages, the shroud—prefigures Jesus' immi-
nent passage from death to life, from the cross to glory.

Chi crede in lui “viene fuori” dalla 
morte ed entra nella vita che non ha fine. Gesù ridà la vita a 
Lazzaro. Il miracolo, ricco di allusioni pasquali – il sepolcro, la 
pietra, le bende, il sudario –, prefigura l’imminente passaggio di 
Gesù dalla morte alla vita, dalla croce alla gloria.
