THE LORD IS TRULY RISEN! 
"When did the Lord make himself known? In the break-
ing of the bread… He chose to be recognized there, for 
our sake who, without seeing his flesh, will eat his flesh. 
Whoever you are, you who believe, may the sharing of 
bread comfort you! The Lord's absence is not an ab-
sence. He whom you do not see is with you" (St. Au-
gustine, Sermon 235, 3). These words can express with 
great spiritual depth the journey of the disciples of Em-
maus and, in them, the very path of our life. Every ex-
perience of believing is made up of stages: intellectual, 
emotional, of approach, of experiencing the charity of-
fered and requested, but at a certain moment it points to 
the recognition of a presence that not only warms the 
heart, but accomplishes what a fire actually does: it illu-
minates, warms, offers companionship. This is what the 
disciples of Emmaus experience on that journey: Jesus 
accompanies them, Jesus explains the Scriptures to 
them, at a certain point Jesus stays with them... and 
then they open themselves to Easter faith! They no 
longer need to see him physically, because they know 
that he is truly within them, in their existence. 

DAVVERO IL SIGNORE È RISORTO!

ma realizza ciò che effettivamente fa il fuoco: illumina, scalda, 
offre compagnia. Questo sperimentano i discepoli di Emmaus 
in quel cammino: Gesù li accompagna, Gesù spiega loro le 
Scritture, a un certo punto Gesù rimane con loro… ed essi 
allora si aprono alla fede pasquale! Non hanno più necessità di 
vederlo fisicamente, perché sanno che egli è realmente in loro, 
nella loro esistenza.
