PROMISES FULFILLED 
During Easter, we listen again to the promises that Jesus 
made to the community of disciples on the eve of his Pas-
sion. This means we must change the verbs in the future 
tense to the present tense. What Jesus promised has al-
ready been fulfilled in his death and resurrection, even if 
we must await its full and definitive fulfillment. However, 
we can already accomplish the greatest works of faith, 
walking the path that is Jesus, abiding in his truth, wel-
coming the gift of his life.
