FAITH, HOPE, LOVE 
The three theological virtues of faith, hope, and charity 
resonate in this Sunday's Liturgy of the Word. Speaking 
to his disciples, Jesus reminds us of the circularity that 
exists between love and the keeping of his Word. He 
who loves keeps his commandment; on the other hand, 
keeping the commandment reveals the truth of the love 
between the disciple and his Lord. Within this circulari-
ty, faith matures, which allows us to welcome the ever-
deeper manifestation that God makes of himself to 
those who love him. Here too, there is a circularity that 
deepens the relationship: to those who love him, the 
Lord reveals himself more, and this progressive mani-
festation only increases love. This is the hope for which 
Saint Peter invites us to give an account to anyone who 
asks. It is the hope founded on the love of Him who 
died for us, to free us from sin and bring us back to 
God. Our faith, our love, our hope are enlivened by the 
gift of the Spirit, who in the Acts of the Apostles de-
scends upon the inhabitants of Samaria, to remain with 
them always. As Jesus promises in the Gospel of John.
