"I AM WITH YOU EVERY DAY" 
The Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord does not com-
memorate a detachment, but celebrates a presence. The 
earthly presence of Jesus among his disciples ceases, and 
the time of his invisible presence in the Spirit begins, 
through the visible sign of the community of believers: 
the Church. The apostles gaze at the sky, which has taken 
Christ from their sight; in their hearts lies the weight of an 
absence, mitigated by the promise of the Holy Spirit. But 
immediately someone awakens them to reality: they must 
believe that they are celebrating a presence that eludes 
time and space. The Risen One appears to them: His pres-
ence heartens, his words comfort; they will be witnesses 
and heralds of it to the people. The Apostle Paul gives 
voice to the stupendous mystery that today's feast entrusts 
to believers: the Lord ascended into heaven, our hope and 
inheritance, calls us to share his own glory, where he has 
gone before us. In the meantime, with our minds and 
hearts turned to eternal joy, we live in this world with the 
freedom and joy of those who know they are journeying 
toward the certain and eternal "treasure of glory." Our 
faith should not indulge an absence, but contemplate 
and celebrate a presence.
