"LIVING BREAD,  
CAME DOWN FROM HEAVEN" 

The manna given to Israel in the desert was not only food, 
but also a sign and a prophecy. If here Israel learned its 
total dependence on the Word that comes from the mouth 
of God, in the time of fullness the people would be nour-
ished by that very Word, now made flesh in Jesus Christ. 
A qualitative leap that we find well expressed in the words 
of Paul: "The bread that we break is no longer a symbol, 
but a communion in the body of Christ." The one bread, 
shared by many, creates the unity of the ecclesial body. 
The Eucharist is a sacramental reality, not a simple 
memory. Jesus reveals this unheard-of truth to us in crude 
language and without metaphors, to the point of scandal-
izing those who listen: "The bread that I will give is my 
flesh for the life of the world." Jesus does not offer some-
thing, but himself. The Eucharist, in fact, actualizes the 
sacrifice of Calvary, because what is truly present under 
the species of bread and wine is His Flesh offered and His 
Blood shed for our salvation. Eternal life is not a future 
reward, but begins now. Every time we nourish ourselves 
with this Bread, heaven touches our earth.
