“APOSTLES” OF THE KINGDOM 
At the root of every apostolate is the prayer of a sensitive 
heart, like that of Christ, who is moved with compassion 
at seeing the crowds tired and exhausted, like sheep with-
out a shepherd. It is precisely from this profound compas-
sion that Jesus' invitation springs: "Pray the Lord of the 
harvest to send laborers into his harvest!" How much lost 
humanity needs shepherds, workers of the Kingdom, peo-
ple of selfless love who will care for it! God first did this 
with us and, in his plan of love, he desires to do it also 
through us. If the Book of Exodus reminds us how he lift-
ed us on eagles' wings to establish his covenant with us, 
the Letter to the Romans shows that his gratuitous love 
reached its pinnacle when the Son loved us to the point of 
dying, "while we were still sinners." Who, discovering 
themselves loved in this way, doesn't feel the urge to love 
in return? It's the dynamic of the kingdom of God: "Freely 
you have received, freely give." If we are loved, we love as 
apostles, a "kingdom of priests" sent to preach, heal, resur-
rect... to be a sacrament of God's life for each of his chil-
dren.
