INSTRUMENTS OF LOVE AND PEACE 
How o�en do we hear the word "peace," and in every lan-
guage of the world... It is the anguished cry of so many peo-
ple oppressed by endless wars. Today, the prophet Zechari-
ah shows us the way: peace will come from the "rule" of a 
king. Not a bellicose and power-hungry king, but a humble 
king who will be recognized by his riding a small colt, the 
foal of a donkey. Peace comes from the "rule" of Jesus 
Christ. Only in him will humanity be reconciled. But—
today's Gospel makes it clear—only to the li�le ones is the 
mystery of Jesus revealed; it is hidden from the wise and 
the intelligent. To know Jesus and receive his peace, we 
must descend, distance ourselves from all presump�on, 
from all arrogance. "Come to me, I will give you rest!": true 
peace will come to us precisely from taking upon ourselves 
the sweet yoke of Jesus, that is, from obeying his command-
ment to love one another as he has loved us. This is what 
the Holy Spirit wants to accomplish in us: with his help, Paul 
tells us, we are freed from the dominion of the old, carnal, 
and selfish man, and we become servants of life, instru-
ments of love and peace around us.
